In 2007, the involvement of drinking drivers in Pennsylvania under 
the age of 21 accounted for 21% of driver deaths in the 16-20 age 

group.  The Pennsylvania Youth Survey (2007) reported that nearly 
18% of the 12th graders surveyed admitted to driving after drinking. 

Additionally, after a comprehensive review of the state’s data the 
Pennsylvania State Epidemiology Outcomes Workgroup has deter-
mined that “in terms of  magnitude, alcohol is the most frequently 

reported substance used...”

SUBSTANCE ABUSE AND THE ADOLESCENT BRAIN
